The round of regional Nimesulide Marketing Meetings, organised by Helsinn this year with the
aim of discussing the strategies to adopt and marketing tactics to implement on a worldwide
basis by Helsinn and locally by its partners in over 50 countries where nimesulide is on the
market, have come to a close.
